Registration 
Registration may be completed by mail or by stopping by the Arlington Municipal Building  from 7 – 8:30p.m. on 
Wednesday, June 18th.  All mail registrations must be received before this time.  NO REGISTRATIONS WILL BE 
ACCEPTED AFTER June 18 th  WITHOUT A $20 PENALTY FEE!  U8 player rosters must have a minimum of 6 
players and a maximum of 8 players.  U10 player rosters must have a minimum of 7 players and a maximum of 10 
players.  U12 will have a minimum of 9 players and a maximum of 12 players. U15 & U19 will have a minimum of 13 
players and a maximum of 18 players.  All players registered will be registered in the order received.  Waiting lists will 
be formed based on the order they are received.  Request for a team placement is only guaranteed if you are the 
coach and it is your child.   
 
Again this season we will try to have all girl teams in the U8, U10 & U12 divisions.  Placement is not guaranteed 
however, every attempt will be made to continue all girl teams depending on the number of players and availability of 
coaches.

U-6 Division 
The U6 division, also known as Little Kickers, is an intramural program, i.e. all teams are from Arlington.  All U6 
games will be played in Arlington on Saturday afternoon.  Different colored jerseys will be provided by the club.  
These jerseys must be returned at the end of the season.  Shin guards are also required and must be provided by the 
player.  Tennis shoes or soccer shoes may be worn.  We continue to encourage parents to become involved in this 
program to make it work.

Uniforms/Equipment 
For U8 and U10 players, the uniform consists of an Arlington jersey, black shorts, black socks, shin guards, and 
soccer shoes.  ASC will supply the jersey provided a parent has signed the waiver located on the reverse side of the 
registration form.  A player will not receive a jersey unless the waiver is signed by a parent.  Please note that 
shin guards are not optional.  Players who show up at games without them will not be allowed to play.  Players (U6 
through U19) need to bring their own soccer ball to  all practices. (Soccer Ball sizes - U6 & U8 size 3 , U10 & 
U12 size 4, U15 & U19 size 5) 
 
**U12 and up are required to purchase jerseys at th eir own expense through the club.  They are $25 eac h and 
should be paid at the time of registration, unless player has purchased one from a previous season.  P lease 
include size needed (adult small, medium or large) and number** 
 

Coaches for ASC

coach.  You will be given assistance by those who have been around the game before.  Especially for the U-6, U-8 
and U-10 teams, it doesn’t take a whole lot of effort to stay one step ahead of the kids in order to coach them.
